GENERAL CAMP INFO

MMS summer camps are a fun way for children to stay
engaged throughout the summer. We offer five 2-week
camps from June 3 - Aug 9 and because we combine the
two classrooms, the children have a great time getting to
mingle and play with students from the other class. Each
camp has the same schedule of fun activities including
swim lessons at the Louisville Recreation Center, creative
movement, Spanish, creating in clay, a storyteller and
climbing at Movement (within walking distance!)

Campers will be able to attend 5 days/week, half or full
days with aftercare for a limited number of students. BVSD
buses will be our transportation to Louisville. In the
afternoons we'll be at MMS so nappers can rest while the
other children are engaged in the afternoon activities.

Children should be at school, wearing their bright yellow
MMS camp tees, between 8:30-9:00 on bus & climbing
days (T,ThF). As a safety precaution, latecomers may NOT
be dropped off at these activities but may be brought to
MMS upon our return. And, campers may not be picked up
early from those activities. On your Registration form you
may order new tees, $10 each or we always have a fair
number of recycled tees that may be borrowed for the
summer (while they last).

IMPORTANT: Registration is on a first-come, first-served
basis. Please make sure your enroliment form is complete,
including height and weight and that you include the
non-refundable $60/camp/child deposit. If you email the
enrollment form to us we’ll wait until you submit the
deposit to enroll your child. Current families have until
April 7 to register before we send the summer info out to
new families. You can always register at a later date but
the camps tend to fill up quickly, especially with only one
classroom open for the summer.

CLASSES

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REGISTRATION INFO

We accept registrations on a first-come, first-served
basis. In order for us to hold a space for your child in any
camp, the completed form (with height and weight)
must be returned along with the $60/child/camp
deposit. The balance for a camp is due on the first day of
that camp. Incomplete registrations will be returned
without the child being enrolled. Once you submit the
Registration form with the non-refundable $60/camp/
child deposit we'll enroll your child, provided there is
space available. If a camp is full, we'll notify you.

Withdrawal policy: To withdraw from a camp for which a
child is registered, a 30-day notice in writing is required
for a tuition refund, minus the deposit. After July 1 families
are responsible for the tuition of future camps in which
they've enrolled. Covid-19 Refund: A full refund for a
canceled camp or prorated refund for a partial camp
will be issued.
